ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 16/2009

On setting of criterions for putting of indications in the label  
Article 1

Purpose
The present Administrative Instruction defines criterions for putting of notes in the label, for harvest year, grape varieties, won medals and traditional names.  
Article 2

Definitions 
Used expressions have the following meaning:   
“Label” means all descriptions and other references of name, trading brand, symbols, illustrations or other signs that are placed in every package, document, note, tape that refers of given product.  
“Presentation” means every following information supporting in the package of mentioned product that include also the form and type of bottle. 
Article 3
1. Labeling and presentation of wine products that refers to the article 22 and 30 of Law No. 02/L – 08 on Wines, contain the following characteristic

Article 4
Official Number of Control  
Official Number of Control – ONC must be placed in every quality and culminant wine that has passed organoleptic assessment, and for table wine is not obliged.  
Article 5
Harvest categorization 
1. In every label of suffused wine, must be displayed harvest category, as follow:

Regular harvest;

Selected harvest;

Late harvest;

Article 6
Medals and won prices 
1. Wine production companies that take part to the Fair Trade and International Exhibitions of Wine as well as win medals or any other price, are obliged to indicate that type of wine in the accordance with the won price.  
2.  Beneficiary companies from paragraph 1 of this article are obliged that in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology to bring following document for won price.  
Article 7
Froth wines 
1. Natural froth wines gassed under contain of reduced sugar in their labeling, contain the following description:

Article 8
All wine production companies and other production form grape and wine as well as wine trade companies are obliged that in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology to bring by one sample of wine label which is thought to be placed in the circulation for import or export.  
Article 9
Production companies, wine trading, export for every change in the label of wine production is obliged to do the notification in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology.  
Article 10
Inapplicable of the Administrative Instruction, will be sanctioned under article 48 Law No. 02/L – 8 on wines. 
Article 11
The present Administrative Instruction enters into force upon its signature.
