Pursuant to Article 1.3 point (d) of UNMIK Regulation No .2001/19 of September 13th , 2001 on Executive Department of Provisional Institutions of Self-Government in Kosovo and article 8, paragraph 8.2and 8.5,of Veterinary  Law No. 2004/21 of 30.07.2004, article 21 paragraph 21.1 Law No.02/L-111 on Apiculture, of 08.02.2008, The Minister of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development, 
Issues the following:
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION N0.15/2008

For prevention, combating, and eradication of contagious bee disease 
Article 1
Objective
By this administrative instruction are defined measures which will be undertaken by the competent authority for prevention, combating and eradication of the contagious bee disease: as are American pest, European Pest, Nozematoza, Varoatoza and Acaroza. 
Article 2
Definitions
For understanding of this administrative instruction, terms used have the following meaning:

“American Pest” is a contagious bee disease, caused by Bacillus larvae bacteria, White;
“European Pest” is a contagious bee disease, caused by  Streptococcus pluton bacteria white, Bacillus alvaei, Achromobacter erurydice, Streptococcus faecalis dhe Bacillus laterosporis;
“Nozematoza” is a parasitical bee disease, caused by protozoa Nosema apis zander;
“Varoatoza” is a parasitical bee disease, caused by Varroa jacobson;
“Acaroza” is a parasitical bee disease caused by Acarapis woodi;
“Beekeeper”- means a person or legal person who cultivates bees to benefit bee products and their matrixes;

“Bee” – means matrixes, hives and beetles;
“Hive”- means the group of hives, bees and beetles, placed in a beehive;

“Apicultures”- means, breeding, growing, and marketing of the bee species Apis Mellifera, bee products and equipments for beekeeping;

 “Bee Park ” – a place where the bees are placed, they may be opened or in a house with floors, but they may be placed in a means of transport;

“The competent authority”- means Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency – KVFA;
“Authorized Veterinarian” means a veterinarian, authorized by the competent authority.
                                                                    Article 3

3.1 Every beekeeper, in case of suspicion for presence of bee disease with character of spreading as are: American pest Apis, Pesta Evropiane-Pestism,European pest, Apis, Nozematoza-Nosemosis, Varoatoza -Varosis, and Acaroza- Acarapis, Acarosis, as well as unidentified damages or poisonings should immediately inform the authorized veterinarian and the competent authority.  

3.2 Authorized veterinarian, together with veterinary inspector will undertake all appropriate measures to prevent spreading of bee disease, in compliance with Veterinary Law.

  Article 4

The competent authority, at the beginning of every calendar year defines prophylactic measures to combat bee disease.
Article 5

5.1 The liquidation of the bee hives is prohibited, except in the cases if it is proved in laboratory for presence of the disease from article 1 of this administrative instruction. 

5.2 Liquidation will be done in presence of authorized inspectors.

Article 6
Marketing and use of proprietary means to prevent and combat bee disease and this should be done in accordance with criteria by Law No.2003/26 on medicinal products and medicinal devices, of 07.07.2004.
Article 7

7.1 The treatment with proprietary’s which are not licensed in accordance with legislation in force.
7.2 Use of the poisoning preparations is prohibited and other matters which through products may harm public health.
Article 8

During the transport of the bees, the beekeeper should have the certificate of health status and certificate of transport by the competent authority 
Article 9

American pest and European pest 
The bees are considered infected by American pest and European pest if: 
a) by clinical signs has been concluded the presence of these disease; 
b) by diagnostic methods it is verified the presence of the disease causers. 
Article 10 

10.1 To diagnostic research are subjected all bee hives in which there is a suspicion of the disease presence ,from article 1 of this administrative instruction . 

10.2 Diagnostic research for American pest is done in September or October at the bee hives in which has been concluded the disease. 

Article 11 

If it is verified that in the bee hives is the presence of the American pest and European pest, the competent authority will undertake the following measures:  

a)   orders the closure of the infected hives;
b)  orders elimination of the infected hives with bees and equipment used their food. The elimination is done by incineration and burring, implementing the disinfection rules of hives and equipments used;

c)  carries out inspection and treatment of the hives (healthy ones), If this permits epizootic situation and weather conditions; 
d)  Prohibits beekeeping without matrix and bans breeding of bees in the infected hives,  

Article 12
I radius of 3 km from the infected hives, it is necessarily to be carried out a diagnostic research for American pest and European pest, in all hives, treating with preparations, dedicated for prevention of these disease.   

Article 13
13.1 It will be concluded the hives are free of American pest disease, if there have been respected all measures mentioned in article 11 of this administrative instruction.

13.2 In these hives shall be implemented inspections and diagnostic researches ,after the measures have been implemented.  

Article 14
Nozematoza
 It will be concluded those bees are infected with Nozematoze-Nosemosis, if: 

a) By clinical signs are concluded changes as a characteristic of this bee disease; 
b) By diagnostic research is concluded the presence of.

Article 15 

The diagnostic research for Nozematozes disease is implemented ones a year, in March and to this research are subjected all hives, matrixes and bred hives and all bee hives suspicious for presence of Nosema apis.

Article 16
In case that there has been concluded the presence of Nozematozes, the competent authority will undertake the following measures: 

a)   Treatment of the bees with registered and licensed preparations as well as the transfer of the treated bees in the disinfected hives; 

b)  The closure of the infected bee keeping place, the ban of the movement at the end of treatment,   

c)   Disinfection of the bee hives cells and other equipments, used in the infected bee keeping place. 

Article 17 

If by diagnostic research has been concluded the presence of the causer of Nosema apis with no clinical signs, and all hives will be treated with registered and licensed preparations.   

Article 18 

It will be concluded that bee hives have passed Nozematoza if there have been implemented all appropriate measures mentioned in Article 16 of this administrative instruction.

Article 19
Varoatoza
It will be concluded that bees are diseased by Varoatoza if by clinical signs has been concluded the presence of disease and by diagnostic research has been verified the causer of Varroa jacobson.

Article 20 

20.1 Diagnostic research for Varoatozes disease, is implemented once a year –in March and to this research are subjected all bees, hives, bee keeping places, as well as all suspicious bee parks for presence of Varoatozes.

20.2 If there is a suspicion that bees are infected by this disease, the diagnostic research may be implemented in other months of the year.

Article 21 

21.1  In case that there has been concluded the presence of Varoatozes disease in radius of 3 km will be implemented the following measures:
a)  The treatment of the infected hives at least twice a year, usually in spring and autumn; 

b) Removal of the beetles form the hives, using methods for elimination of parasites removal  of the beetles  larva  from the hives and use of other methods to eliminate the parasites.  

 22.2. There is no infected bee transfer until has been passed their period of treatment. 

Article 22 

It will be concluded that there is no Varoatoza, if there have been implemented measures from article 21 of this administrative instruction.
Article 23
Acaroza

It will be concluded that bees are diseased by Acarosis, if by clinical signs has been concluded the presence of the disease and if by diagnostic research has been verified the causer Acarapis woodi.

Article 24
The diagnostic research for Acarossis is implemented once a year in November to April and if there is a suspicions in the disease all suspicion bee parks will be subjected for presence of Acarosis 
Article 25
If there a suspicion that bee hive is infected by this disease, the diagnostic research may be implemented in other months of the year.

Article 26 

26.1 In case that there has been concluded the presence of the Acarosis disease in  a radius of 3 km, the competent authority will order to implement the following measures:
a) The closure of the infected bee park; 

b) The treatment of the infected hives with registered preparations. 
26.2  The transfer of the infected bees will be prohibited until it passes the period of treatment.
Article 27 

It will be concluded that bee hives are free of disease, after have been taken all measures from article 26 of this administrative instruction.
Article 28
Compensation for elimination of the bee hives
To all bee keepers that have been eliminated because disease infection of American pest and European pest, the competent authority with funds provided by Government of Kosovo will compensate them according to the procedures, defined by legislation in force. 
Article 29
Implementation 
29.1 For implementation of this administrative instruction, the Chief Executive of the competent authority will issue decisions, as are: declare bee parks free of disease from article 1 of this administrative instruction, for compensations, and other matters mentioned in this administrative instruction.

29.2 Failing to implement provisions of this administrative instruction will be sanctioned by article 45 of Veterinary Law No. 2004/21 of July 30th, and article 45 and paragraph 45.1 point j), k) Law No.02/L-111 on Apiculture of 08.02.2008.
