Pursuant to Article 1.3, point (d) UNMIK Regulation No.2001/19 of September 13th on Executive Department of Provisional Institutions of Self-Government in Kosovo, and Article 31 Veterinary Law No.2004/21 of July 30th, 

The Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development, 
Issues the following:
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA-NO. 18/2007
 On Professional Veterinary activities of the Kosovo Veterinary Order 
Article 1

Objective 

(1) By this Administrative Instruction is defined the cooperation between the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development (MAFRD) – respectively Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency – (KVFA ) and Kosovo Veterinary Order about professional veterinary activities.

(2) Kosovo Veterinary Order will function on the base of Veterinary Law, this Administrative Instruction and its Statute.

Article 2

Professional Veterinary Activities 

(1) Professional activities are consisted by public and private veterinary activities.

(2) Public Veterinary activities are carried out by KVFA –as a competent authority, pursuant to legislation in force.

(3) Private veterinary activities are carried out by private veterinarians, if: 

     1. They have professional background, Doctor of Veterinary Medicine 

     2. They are licensed for the activities –Veterinary practices issued by MAFRD,

     3. Their name is recorded of the veterinarians’ record book.

Article 3
(1) Excepting from Provisions of Article 2 of this Administrative Instruction, the Minister of MAFRD, by the proposal of KVFA may license veterinary technicians to carry out some of secondary veterinary activities.

(2) In the license will be defined the secondary veterinary activities, in compliance with Veterinary Law.

(3) Veterinary activities from paragraph 1 and 2 of this Article, the veterinary technician may practice the activities only under supervision of licensed veterinarian. 

(4) For licensed veterinary MAFRD-KVFA will draft the register and a copy will be sent to KVO.

(5) Private licensed veterinary practices are obliged to engage veterinary technicians who are licensed by MAFRD and are in the record books of MAFRD –KVFA.

Article 4

Private Veterinary activities 

(1)  The private veterinary practitioner keeps these rights:

   1.  In the agreement of the animal’s owner, or the employer can be compensated for   veterinary medicinal care to the animal,

   2.  If necessary, for treatment of animal, to the owner may sell only authorized    medicinal products for such treatment of the animal,

   3.  to pr3escribe prescription to the animal owner for buying veterinary medicinal products in the licensed veterinary pharmacies 

   4.  To be supplied with veterinary medicinal products by distributors, authorized by competent authority 

   5.  To refuse veterinary health care if the work ,if the work is not carried out in accordance of professional background, or is in contradiction with provisions of legislation in force ,as non providing safety working conditions by the owner ,or in other cases defined by the  law.

(2) Licensed veterinary technicians can be compensated by animal’s owner for the services that they offer, under the supervision of the licensed veterinarian.

(3) Kosovo veterinary Order has the obligation to define the price of the services for private veterinary activities.

(4) The price list must be placed in a visible place in the private veterinary practices.

(5) Private veterinary activities should be carried out in accordance with Codex of Veterinary ethics      

(6) Kosovo Veterinary Order has the obligation that in a limit of 60 days –from the day of coming in to the force of this Administrative Instruction, to publish Codex of Veterinary ethics 

Article 5

  Public veterinary activities 

(1) Public veterinary activities will be carried out by KVFA, according to the plan and strategy for prevention, combat, diagnosing and eradication of animal disease.

(2) For carrying public veterinary activities KVFA will contract private veterinary practices in which by the contract will be defined conditions and timings for carrying out activities and other issues 

Article 6

Violation of the obligations 

(1) In case that is concluded that licensed veterinarian or veterinary technician violates contracted obligation  including those defined by law, the KVFA as a competent authority unilaterally will cut off the contract, will recall the license and for the heavy violations – non recording, falsification of the official documentation will initiate the procedure to the judicial bodies.

(2) For the actions from paragraph 1 of this Article, the KVFA will inform the Kosovo Veterinary Order.

Article 7

(1) In the emergencies where it is required a rapid reaction with objective to protect public and animal health are obliged to respond at any time to the order of the competent authority for mobilization and immediate action 

(2) The action from the paragraph 1 of this Article will be done by compensation, if the competent authority is able to provide additional budget from the Kosovo Consolidated Budget.

(3)  If they do not respond in the order of the competent authority for the actions from paragraph 1 of this Article, they will be sanctioned according to the legislation in force.

Article 8

(1) For implementation of this Administrative Instruction the CEO of KVFA may issue decisions for the issues that are not regulated by this Administrative Instruction.

(2) For implementation of this Administrative instruction KVFA may sign a memorandum of understanding with KVO, by which are regulated the matters of membership, percentage, method and the deadline of the payment, and other issues.

Article 9

Coming in to the force 

  This Administrative Instruction comes in to the force in the day of signature.
