Based on article 145 paragraph (2) of the Constitution of the Republic of Kosovo, article 1.3 (d) of the UNMIK Regulation no. 2001/19, dated on 13 September 2001 on the Executive Branch of Provisional Institution of Self Government in Kosovo,  article 15 paragraph 3 Law No. 03/L-098 on Agriculture and Rural Development dated on 12 June 2009,
Minister of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development  
Issues the following:  
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 03/2010 

ON MEASURES AND CRITERA OF SUPPORT IN AGRICULTURE AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT FOR 2010  
I. General provisions  
Article 1
Purpose 
The present administrative instruction defines rules for implementation of shared measures for 2010 under Agriculture and Rural Development Program of Kosovo – ARDP 2007 – 2013. Also it defines eligibility criteria and procedures of support.  
Article 2

Definitions 
1. 
Terms and used expressed in this administrative instruction have the following meaning:  
1.1 “Request for payment” means submission of request for support;  
1.2 “Restructuring of physical potential of the agri – rural sector” – means Measure 2 of the ARDP 2009 – 2013;  
1.3 “Support” – means financial support for implementation of measure 2 and 8 of the ARDP 2009 – 2013;  
1.4 “Support of the local action groups“means measure 8 of the ARDP 2009 – 2013  
1.5 “The first applicant – first served” – means that the first applicant that complete criteria shall be the first beneficiary.  
Article 3 

Type and general conditions for support  
1.  

Support shall be provided for measures that aims the restructure of physical potential of agro – rural sectors and Local Action Groups;   
1.1  Production of milk;

1.2 Fruits, vegetables and vineyards  
1.3 Local Action Groups  
2. 



Support shall be provided just for tangible investments to certain sectors in the paragraph 1 of this article.  
3. 
       Support is provided on condition that investment shall be in use by the beneficiary for a period at least three years after finalization of the investment.  
Article 4

Applicants 
1.         Applicant may be natural and legal persons, as well as registered companies to the Agency for Kosovo Business Registration, that meet eligibility criteria for individual measures.   
2.         Physical persons must be citizens of the Republic of Kosovo, whereas the legal persons and other companies must have jurisdiction of the Republic of Kosovo.   
Article 5

 Budget 
1. Support shall be provided in the framework of the budget available as specified in the article 9 of this administrative instruction. 
2.         If the available budget is not sufficient to cover expenditures of all accepted applications, applicants shall be selected according to the received applicants Access “the first applicant – first served”.  

3.        Support shall be paid just for the expenditures presented after the approval of request on payment commenting expenditures with valid invoices.   
4.           The following investment is not acceptable:    

1.1 Taxes, including VAT; 
1.2 Customs and import taxes or any other check;  
1.3 Buying or Renting of land or existing building;  
1.4 Penalties, financial penalties and court expenditures; 
1.5 Buying of used equipment;  
1.6 Banking checks, expenditures of guarantee or similar expenditures;  
1.7 Expenditures of functioning and maintenance;  
1.8 Executed expenditures prior the announcement of relevant procedures for application. 
Article 6

Preparation and implementation of program  
1. Preparation of program for annual support and monitor of its implementation is responsibility of the Management Authority of Ministry. Support program approved by the Minister.    

2.  


Program of support shall be consisted by a current analyze, situation, priorities and measures for strategy, description of measures and conditions – eligibility criteria, financial plan for implementation, method of implementation, mechanisms of implementation, monitor, impact assessment of implemented measures and mechanisms for providing of transparency.  
3.  


Administrative and technical implementation of this support program is responsibility of Payment Unit under MAFRD.  
4.  


Payments unit applies the administrative and technical procedures for program implementation, prepares reports in written for implementation that is going to be sent the Management Authority and to the Ministry for approval.  
II. Measures of support for physical potential restructure to the agro – rural sector for 2010  
II.1 Investments to the production agriculture property of milk  
Article 7

Eligibility criteria  
1. 
       Beneficiaries must have animals marked with register of the Republic of Kosovo and to possess register of cattle for every head,   
2.    Beneficiaries must have (20) twenty, or more milk cows heads continuously,    
3.        Beneficiaries must have contracts with milkweed where they shall deliver the milk,  
4.      Beneficiaries must have report on quantity of milk delivered in six latest months.    Report must be verified,   
5.      Beneficiaries must bring the evidence of the possession at least 0, 5 land hectares for one head. Land surface may be in the property or contracted at least for three years,   
6.    Beneficiaries must prove that they attended relevant/specific training or to be obliged in written form for attending the appropriate trainings within the end of the end of the project. 
Article 8

Acceptable investments  
1.        For support to the milk sector are accepted the following investments:  
1.1 Closed systems of milking;   
1.2 Equipment for cooling of milk – lacto freezer and milk room; 
1.3 Equipments for preparation of food concentrated for animals such as mills and mixers;  
1.4 Equipments for preparation of voluminous food (mowing machine as tracking mechanism of trucks on 30 horses power, machines for bailing machine  in cubic form and rota bailing, machine for silage two collocations; 
1.5 Improvement of the stockyard infrastructure that might have an impact of boxes, corn manger, systems for water supply,  ventilation systems, spatial enlargement for lighting and natural airing; 
1.6 Systems for collection and storage of fertilizer level and machinery for distribution of fluid and solid fertilizer.  
Article 9

Available means 
1.          For support of investments to the milk sector by public funds are available about 400.000 €.

2.  


Maximal public expenditures for support by MAFRD shall be 50% of the accepted value for selected projects.  
3.        Upper and lower limitations of overall expenditures for investments are 10.000€ and 20.000€. 

4.         If the overall accepted expenditures are above 20.000€ then beneficiary with self owned revenues shall cover expenditures that exceed the upper limitation of support.
Article 10

Necessary documentation  
1. Applicant shall provide the following documentation together with application. 
1.1 Project proposal with detail description: 
1.1.1 Description of the situation in the farm,
1.2.2 Investment purpose and   

1.2.3 Investments cost.

1.2 
       A copy of valuable identification card of the Republic of Kosovo for natural persons or copy of business registration – for legal persons and other documents, document that proves power of signature on behalf of company.      

1.3        A copy of banking account valid.  
1.4      possession sheets for arable land surfaces in property – expect with the exception of cadastral data for forests, gardens etc. that are not agriculture lands, or a copy of contract which certifies availability of arable land at least for 3 next years, after sending of application.  
1.5        Copy of signed contract for delivering of milk to the milkweed. 
1.6       Copy of certification on milk quantity sent to the milkweed to the latest six months.  
1.7      Copy of cattle register issued by Unit for Identification and Registration under Veterinary and Food Agency VFA for all cattle, milking cows.  
1.8      Copy of relevant/special training if the applicant has preliminary evidence in written form for attending appropriate training within the end of the project.  
1.9       Certification/evidence on fulfillment of duty tax in property, VAT.  
Article 11

II.2 Restructure of physical potential to the fruits, vegetables, vineyards and grape sector Eligibility criteria 
1.        Support of investments to the fruits and vegetables sectors shall be provided in the whole territory of Kosovo.   
2.        Support for vineyards in investments shall be provided just in: 
2.1  Sub south region – vineyard region: Rahovec, Prizren, Gjakova, Suhareka, Malisheva
2.2  Sub north region – vineyard region: Peja, Istog, Klina.  
3.      Beneficiaries must possess at least:   

3.1      1,0 ha arable land whereas minimal size of parcel for planting must be  0,5 hectare to the fruits sectors;  
3.2 
0,5 ha arable land to the vegetable – growing sector; 
3.3        1,0 ha arable land with minimal size of parcel for planting of 0,5 hectare to the  vineyards  sector.  
4.        Land may be in property or contracted for utilization. 
5.        To provide evidence for special training or to express willing in written for taking part to the special trainings and latest within 6 months after the end of the project.  
Article 12

Financing 
1. To provide support for investments in the sector of fruits, vegetable a vineyards from public fund is available an amount as total number of 1.400.000€.

2. Public expenditures for the investment sector shall not exceed the upper limit of   50% of the overall accepted expenditures. 
3.  Upper limit of the overall accepted expenditures for investments to the sector of fruits is 12.000€. Upper and lower limits of the overall accepted expenditures for buying an agriculture machinery are 3.000€ and 5.000€.

4. The upper limit of the overall accepted expenditures for investments to the sector of vegetables is 8.000€. The upper and lower limits of the overall accepted expenditures for buying of the agriculture machinery in this sector are minimum 3.000€, maximum 5.000€.

5. The upper limit of the overall expenditures for investment to the sector of vineyards is 11.200€.  The upper limits of the overall accepted expenditure for planting 1 hectare of new vineyard are 5,600€. The upper and lower limits of the overall accepted expenditures for buying of the agriculture machinery in this sector are minimum 3.000€, maximum 5.000€.  

6.  If the overall amount of accepted expenditures is higher than the upper limits set in paragraphs 3, 4 and 5 of this article then the beneficiary, must cover these additional costs with self-owned revenues.

Article 13
Acceptable investments for fruit growing 
1.    
The types of acceptable investments for fruit-growing sector are as follows:

1.1      The establishment of new orchards with apple crops with certified seedlings 0,5 up to 2,0 ha;

1.2
The intensive production of seedlings – nurseries as fences and purchase of irrigation equipments to existing nurseries;

1.3      Investments of existing orchards as the irrigation system, holding system  and orchard fences in existing orchards not older than 3 years;

1.4    Equipments for fruit spraying, extracting atomizer and mechanism for fertilizer.

2. 
Priority for selection from paragraph 1 of this article will have the applications from investment type for the establishment of new orchards.

Article 14

Acceptable investments for vegetable growing 
1. 
The following investments are acceptable:

1.1       The establishment of new green houses with the average  technological level  at least  0,05 ha:

1.2      Tunnel-green houses from politilen, with dimensions 8 x 62 x 4 =496 m²;

1.3       Block-green houses from politilen, with dimensions 16 x 31 x 4 =496 m²;

1.4       Machinery for extension of black plastic.
2.        Priority for selection under paragraph 1 of this article shall have the investment applications for building new green houses.

Article 15

Acceptable investments for viticulture
1.



Types of acceptable investments for viticulture sector are:

1.1     The establishment of new vineyards from 0,5 ha up to 2,0 ha with certified seedlings that are resistant against the diseases and that belongs to the clean varieties; 

1.2    Investments in the infrastructure of existing vineyards such as holding system and vineyard fence in new vineyards not older than 2 years;

1.3     Equipments for spraying vineyards, extracting atomizer, 
fertilizer mechanism.
2. 

     Priority for selection under paragraph 1 of this article shall have the investment applications for the establishment of new vineyards.

Article 16

Required documents 
1. Project proposal with detailed description:

1.1     Description of the situation in farm; 

1.2     Investment purpose and  

1.3     Investment cost.

2. 



A copy of valid ID card of the Republic of Kosovo for natural persons or a copy of business registration of legal persons, a document which proves the power of signature on behalf of the company .
3. A copy of a valid bank account.

4. A possession note for arable land surface except for cadastral data for forest, gardens etc. that are not owned arable land, or a copy of the contract that determines the availability of arable land at least three years after the submission of the application. 
5. A copy of the relevant/specific training certificate if the applicant has previously possessed it.
6.  Certification/evidence on fulfillment of tax property.

III Procedures for project implementation 
Article 17

Procedures
1. Procedures for providing support according to this Administrative Instruction are implemented through submitting the applications, administrative review of applications and controls in the field- scene  
2. If the submitter of the request  has started investing, the investment can be accepted  after the calling date

Implementation of administrative procedures shall be done under the Law No. 02/L-28 on administrative procedures 
Article 18
Public Notice 
MAFRD makes public announcements on details of applied measures for 2010.
Article 19 

Submission of applications 
1.  Application for support will be submitted in two copies within the term according to the public announcement, with the required documents in relevant regional offices.
2. The application form is attached to appendix I of this administrative instruction  

3. The application is submitted in person by the applicants and his authorized.

4. The applicant with his signature ensures that all information provided are clear and accurate and he will allow the execution of the field control.
Article 20 

Review of applications 
1. The application shall be registered in application register, recording date and time of submission. 
2.           The responsible official of the regional office checks whether the application is completed.

3.           The applicant receives a confirmation for the submitting in which it is included the exact data, submitting time as well as registering number 
4.           If the documentation is not completed, the additional time for its completion is (5) five days from the date of application  
5.           If the application is not completed after the additional period of five days set forth in paragraph 4 of this article , then the application will be refused by the regional office          regional offices should send the completed applications to the payment unit not later than five days after the date of application.

Article 21
Verification of the selection criteria 
1.  Verification of eligibility criteria will consist of administrative and field control to be undertaken for all applications for approval and payment requests and will cover all relevant elements 
2.  Procedures shall provide work record undertaken about administrative control, results of verification and the measures taken regarding discrepancies. 
3.  Where applicable, verification of eligibility criteria will take into account the results of verification made by other services.

Article 22
Control procedures and review of complaints 
Deadline for review, refusals, completion of documentation, administrative control in the field 
1.  Payment unit will conduct administrative controls and field controls of applications.

2.  If the application is not completed, payment unit sends the applicant a request for additional information within a specified time frame.

3.  If the applicant does not respond to request within the specified term request, the payment unit refuses the application.
4.  Administrative procedures shall be completed within a period of three months from the registration with an informing paper on support in accordance with provisions of Law No. 02/L-28 on administrative procedures. In informing letter must be presented the further conditions for the adopted operation. 

Article 23
Payment request  
1.         Beneficiaries who that have completed the investment will submit the payment request in regional offices where they are registered. 

2.        Payment request form is provided to beneficiary from regional office for free. 

3.       Payment request with support document shall be submitted personally by the beneficiary or the authorized person not later than 30 working/calendar days by the end of investment period as stipulated in the information letter on support.

4.         If the payment request is not completed, then a request should be done to fulfill the payment request is sent to the beneficiary within 15 working days.
5.       The deadline for completion of request by the beneficiary under paragraph 4, of this article is five (5) days.
6.       After terms set in paragraphs 3 and 4 payment requests shall be refused.
7.       If the project changes the initial purpose of the general payment request then the request should be refused.
8.     After the development of administrative controls and other field controls on the eligibility of payment request then the payment unit issues a decision on payment. 
9.       Payment shall be done in the term of 30 days from issuance of the decision on payment request.

Article 24
Documentation required for payment 
1.        The package of payment request must contain the original of the following supporting documents:  
1.1      Invoices made through bank transfers or cash 
1.2      Bank statements; 

1.3      Written contracts between beneficiary and service providers 
2.     If the invoice is paid with cash, then the word paid must be written in it and it must be signed by its issuer.

Article 25
The level of field controls 
1. 
Before decision for support, the payment unit is obliged to verify the fulfillment of conditions of field control at the level of 100%.

2. 
Before conducting the payment, the payment unit is obliged to verify the fulfillment of obligations by means of control in the field to 100% of request for payment 
3. 
where required by obligations under the decision on support is applied the control in the field to 20 %  of the ultimate beneficiaries after the payment of support with the aim of verifying the terms and conditions of eligibility of grants continue to be respected in e three-year period. 
Article 26
Administrative sanctions 
1.



In case of any irregularities the grant is not given.

2.



In case of fraudulence or violation of provisions of this Administrative Instruction, shall be applied sanctions under article 38 Law No. 03/L-098 on agriculture and rural development 
3.         In addition, these applicants are excluded from any public support during the next three years.

Article 27

Entry into force 
This Administrative Instruction will enter into force upon its signature day
