        Issues as follows:

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA-No 13/2006

Of compensation altitude for obligatory Veterinary Health Inspection , in the Kosovo’s  Boundary Inspection Posts 

General Provisions 
Article 1
By this Administrative Instruction is defined compensation altitude for obligatory Veterinary and Health  Inspection, in Boundary  Inspection Points, respectively boundary crossing points in Kosovo, of live animals, consignments of foodstuffs of animal origin, as well as other products containing additives of animal origin, sperm, for breeding, embryos, incubation eggs, animal feed, raw material and additives which will be used in feed production, consignments of Veterinary medicinal products and other products that may spread any contagious disease and may present hazard to human and animal health.

I. Compensation altitude for transport by Lorries, container, train, sheep and by plane is:
For import:

For consignments intended for export, there will be no compensation of veterinary health Inspection at boundary crossing points.
II. Compensation altitude for consignments in units is:

a) For any large animal or every 10 small animals ,respectively 50 chicken or poultry of other categories:


(i)  For import 
 9 €


(ii) For Transit  
12€

For consignments over 50 chickens or poultry of other categories will be applied Provisions from Article 1 of this administrative instruction. 

b) 
For consignments of meat and meat products, milk and milk products as well as other products according to this Administrative Instruction, the compensation is:
(i) For import up to three transporting boxes 9 €, while for every extra box plus 2 €.
The total compensation for consignments in units can not be higher than for the same consignment which is transported with other means of transport.

For Live animals which pass transit through Boundary point by personal mean of transport, or on foot, the compensation will be paid in the same way as for consignments in units defined by this administrative instruction.

III. Compensation for dogs and cats and other pet animals ,imported for commercial purposes expect for cirkus animals, per unit respectively consignment, is:

(i)  For import
 6 €

(ii) For Transit   9 €

Compensation for animals which belong to circus are paid according to point I and II of this Article.
Article 2

Compensation for veterinary health Inspection of the consignments, import, transit from Article 1 of this Administrative Instruction is paid at the Border /Boundary Inspection post which the consignment comes through in Kosovo‘s territory.

Article 3
For veterinary health Inspection of the consignments which are reloaded at the border post the compensation i defined on altitude by Article 1, point I, II, and III of this Administrative Instruction, increased for 50%.


Article 4

If the, importer, or  person in charge for the consignment of live animals does not comes through the boundary post during working hours, ( up to )  20: 00 hrs, and calls the veterinary Inspector to carry out the inspection, then business operator keeps the obligation that for the overtime work compensate the Inspector 45 €, independently from the weight of the consignment.

Article 5

Compensation for veterinary health Inspection of the consignments from Article I, II, and III of this administrative instruction, carried out overnight,  public holidays, or weekends (Saturday and Sundays), is increased for 50 %, comparing the compensation for other working days.

Article 6

Compensation for import permits 
For import permits food products of animal origin, live animals, feed, the importer is obliged to pay tax in amount of 40€.

Import permit is valid three months from date of the issue.

Article 7
Revenues collected from obligatory Veterinary health Inspection in the Boundary posts except those for compensation of inspectors from article 4 of this administrative order go to the Kosovo’s Budget.

Article 8
This Administrative Instruction comes in to the force on the day of its signature.
