Pursuant to Article 93, point (4), of the Constitution of the Republic of Kosovo Article 1.3 point (d) of UNMIK Regulation, No.2001/19, of September 13th, 2001 on Executive Department of Provisional Institutions of Self-Government in Kosovo and Article 8, paragraph 8.1, 8.2 and 8.5 of Veterinary Law No.2004/21 of 30.07.2004, The Minster of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development,

Issues the following:

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 29/2008      

For prevention, control, combat and eradication of Babesiosis disease at cattle, sheep, goats and dogs 

Article 1

Aim 
By this administrative instruction shall be defined veterinary measures which shall be undertaken by the competent authority for prevention, control, combat and eradication of the Babesiosis disease, with a scope to protect animnal and public health at cattle, sheep, goats and dogs. 

Article 2

Definitions
To understand this administrative instruction, terms used have the following meaning:

 “Babesiosis”- means a parasitic disease which is transmited by ticks, which is presented to animals and it is caused by blood parasites from the familia “Babesiosis spp”;  

"Owner - Keeper"- means any person or a legal person, who owns an animal, or it is authorised to keep or take care about a certain animal;

“The competent authority”- means, Kosovo Veterinary and food Agency;
“Licensed Veterinary operator”- means a private veterinary practise, licensed by the competent authority, to carry out public veterinary activities;
 “ELISA Test ”- means a disgnostic method of the Babesiosis disease;

“Test of the fluoroscent bodies IF” -  means a diagnostification method of the Babesiosis disease;
“Bacterial examination” - means the method of diagnostification of babesios deseas.
Article 3

Diseased by Babesiosis is considered an animal in which is found a parasit by methods of fluoroscent test of the bodies or serological test ELISA, in which animal has been verified the presence of the anti boddies in the blood of affected animal.  

Article 4

Obligations of the competent authority 

1. In the case of suspicion or official confirmation on Babesiusosis disease, the competent authority shall undertake the following actions:

1.1. verify the factic situation in the field through licensed veterinary operators -practises, collecting informations about epizotic situation in that region and through samples taken from suspected animals;

1.2. after the verification of the situation and laboratory results, it will b3 evaluated and analysed the risk;

1.3. reccomands licensed veterinary practises - operators for the treatment of the affected animals.
Article 5

Obligations of the licensed veterinary practises (operators )

1. The licensed veterinary practises have the following obligations:

1.1. to inform the competent authority in case of the suspicion or presence of the Babesiosis disease;

1.2. take samples in suspected animals or affected animals, and take those samples to the Veterinary and food Laboratory of the competent authority, respecting procedures, defined by Administrative Instruction No.21/2008 for definition of the procedures for receiving samples for testing of  31.03.2008;
1.3. when the competent authority makes confirmation about the presence of the Babesiosis disease, bans issuance of the of the health cerificates of the affected animals.
Article  6

Obligations of the Owner – Keeper 

1.Owner-keeper of theanimal has the obligation to:

1.1 act in accordance with instructions and orders of the licensed veterinary practise -operator, or competent authority;

1.2. in the case of suspicion in disease shall be banned the animal movement from the holding or shall not be changed the owner – keeper. 

Article 7

Implementation   

1. For implementation this administrative instruction, Chief Executive of the competent authority, may issue special decisions.

2. Failing to implement this administrative instruction shall be sanctioned according to Article 45 of Veterinary Law and legislation in force.
Article 8

Entry in to the force

This administrative Instruction enters in to the force on the day of it signature.
