The Deputy Minister of Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry, and Rural Development based on: UNMIK Regulation no. 2001/19 date September 13, 2001 on the Executive Branch of Provisional Institution of Self Government in Kosovo, article 1.3 point (d), and law on veterinary No. 2004/21, 30 July 2004, article 8, paragraph 8.1, point (c) and (f), 
Issues the following: 

ADMINISTRATIVE  INSTRUCTION MA-NO. 19/2006

For placing living animals in quarantine 
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

Article 1 

 Purpose

The purpose of this Administrative Instruction is to regulate issues regarding the quarantine of living animals, which are imported in Kosova according to the effective legislation and living animals that circulate within Kosova territory with no proper documentation that verifies the origin of animals, in order to examine their health condition and prevent any spread of disease that would endanger animals’ health and public health. 

Article 2

Definitions 

To understand this Administrative Instruction, terms used, have the following meaning:

Quarantine: shall mean entirety of epizootic measures on determined place and time for verifying animals’ health condition. 

Quarantine building: shall mean, space, building, or group of buildings, and open space around the building in which animals are kept in conditions of complete isolation with the aim of preventing any contact with other animals while their health condition examination goes on. 
Cloven hoof: shall mean cattle, buffaloes, sheep, goats and pigs,

Single hoof:  shall mean, horses, donkeys, mules, and hinny. 

Article 3

The quarantine buildings shall meet these conditions:

a) They shall be made of strong material in order to provide conditions for maintenance and hygiene standards for animal stay in quarantine,

b) The space in which the quarantine building is located shall be away from the populated areas and place of buildings where the local animals are kept, animals’ graveyards, at least 500 m. 

c) The quarantine building shall have enough space in order to provide a sufficient connection with additional spaces of those objects where the entrance of people and animals shall be secured with 1.80 m high fence. Meanwhile, the distance between objects shall be at least 10 meters. 

d) The building shall have only one entrance for movement of people and animals and for safety of food transport and other necessary material.  

e) The building shall have enough water for drinking and washing and have access in the sanitation system. 

f) A proper landfill for waste disposal which allows no environment pollution or spread of biologic factors. 

g) One disinfection point for vehicles and staff shall be installed at the quarantine gate. 

h) At the quarantine location there shall be a space reserved for vehicle wash and disinfection, after animals are debarked.  

i) The quarantine shall have available spaces for dividing animals according to their categories. There shall also be a special space for animals experiencing change in health condition. 

j) No other animals, except those destined for quarantine shall stay in the quarantine. 

k) Have separated spaces for staff‘s hygiene.  

Article 4

Only veterinary inspectors and authorized veterinarians, authorized to perform diagnostic, pat anatomic and laboratory research are allowed to enter the quarantine during the quarantine period.

Article 5

Quarantine duration according to animal type. 

Animals, according to their category shall stay in quarantine as follows:

a) Cloven hoofed and single hoofed 

14 days;

b) Poultry




28 days;

c) Other animals 



14 days.

Article 6

6.1 Poultry shall be put and kept in quarantine, in the same building, even after the quarantine period expires, whereas pigs shall be put in different buildings of the quarantine. Buildings shall meet requirements set out in the article 3 of this Administrative Instruction. 

6.2 All animals put in quarantine shall constantly be under veterinary observation. 

Article 7

In case there is a doubt for an infective disease, or in case derived laboratory analysis are late, or not confirmed within a time described in the Article 5 of this Administrative Instruction, than the Chief Executive of Kosova Veterinary and Food Agency can take a decision to extend the quarantine period for animals, for which he/she thinks it is necessary.   

Article 8

8.1 By the time the isolation period of animals in the quarantine expires, in case it is verified that animals are healthy, and if they have adequate documentation, than veterinary inspector shall release animals from quarantine. 

8.2 In case animals are healthy, however they have no proper documentation or the identification documents have not been showed within two days, than animals shall be slaughtered in the licensed slaughterhouse.

8.3 The meat of slaughtered animals, which can be used for public consume shall be placed in refrigerators until it is sold through the public auction.   

8.4 Revenues from the meat trade shall go to the Budget of Kosova. 

8.5 In case it is verified that animals put in quarantine are infected with a disease, than they shall be exterminated. 

8.6 Slaughtering or extermination of animals shall be carried out under supervision of the veterinary inspector. 

Article 9

9.1 Expenditures created from animals’ stay in quarantine shall be paid by the owner of animals. The owner of animals shall pay it to the owner of the quarantine building, whereas the Veterinary and Food Agency of Kosova is responsible to pay for expenditures created by animals with no owner, part of which will be covered by revenues gained from meat trade as provided for in the Article 8 of this Administrative Instruction. 

9.2 The Veterinary and Food Agency of Kosova shall use part of the revenues gained from the meat trade to compensate owners of the slaughterhouses, in which animals where slaughtered- based on real price for animal slaughtering. 

Article 10

This Administrative Instruction shall apply for other animals too, such as: animals for companionship, zoo animals, animals for decoration, exotic, and other animals that can be imported to Kosovo. 

Article 11

11.1 The Veterinary and Food Agency of Kosova will cooperate with other bodies and authorities such as the Kosovo Police Service, UNMIK Police, Customs, KFOR, and KPC in order to apply this administrative instruction. Based on conditions laid down in this Administrative Instruction the Agency will license quarantine buildings based on demands. 

11.2 The Veterinary and Food Agency of Kosova will sign a memorandum of understanding with owners of licensed buildings, in which the quarantine conditions shall be laid down. 

Article 12

This Administrative Instruction comes into the force on the day of signature.
