Pursuant to Article145, point 2 of the Constitution of the Republic of Kosovo, article 1.3, point (d) of UNMIK Regulation No.2001/19 on executive department of Provisional Institutions of Self government in Kosovo, and article 8, paragraphs 8.1, 8.2, and 8.5 of Veterinary Law No.2004/21 of July 30th 2004, the Minister of the ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and rural Development, 

Issues as follows:

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 32/2008      

For prevention, control, combat and eradication of Salmonelosis disease at poultry 

Article 1
Purpose  

This administrative instruction shall be issued for the scope of animal health protection, for the issues that the competent authority sets out veterinary measures which shall be applied in all poultry farms within the territory of the Republic of Kosovo with objective to prevent and combat the spreading of zoonotic disease of Salmonella.
Article 2

Definitions 

To understand this administrative instruction, shall be used the following terms:

“Salmonella” - is a poultry bacterial disease, caused by the bacteria of Salmonela spp. gender which should be specified: Salmonella enteritidis, Salmonella typhimurium, Salmonella gallinarum, and Salmonella pulorum;.

“Diagnostic research - shall mean researches which are carried out through poultry with the scope of diagnostification of Salmonella disease; 

“Zoonosis”- is an infection or a disease which can be transmitted from animals to humans;
“Zonosis agent”- shall mean bacteria, causing the zonosi;
“Kosovo Veterinary and Food Laboratory” - shall mean a competent body and authorized by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development, responsible to carry out laboratory analyses and diagnostification of animal disease ,feed and veterinary residues;
“Official sample” -shall mean a sample taken by the competent authority, to be tested a zonosis agent. The sample must be accompanied with information about the specie, quantity and method of sampling, identification of the poultry origin or its product; 

“Sample” - shall mean a quantity of material, taken by the farm owner, authorized veterinary or veterinary inspector, which is to be sent for verification of the presence of zoonosis agent;
“The competent authority” - shall mean Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency; 

”Veterinary Inspector” shall mean an officer of the competent authority.
Article 3

Infected by Salmonella shall be considered poultry which by bacteriological control - microscopic or cultivation or serological, biochemical or biological molecular results positively in bacteria of Salmonela spp.  gender.

Article 4

Control of Salmonella disease 

1. Subject to diagnostic research in Salmonella shall be:

1.1 All raw materials of animal origin to prepare feed for poultry feeding - fishmeal, bone meal, blood meal, waste meal originating from poultry slaughtering etc;
1.2 All feed used for feeding of the poultry infected by Salmonella;
1.3 Equipment and rooms used for incubation of eggs;
1.4 Fertilized eggs - from which there was no hatcheries, dead birds and their feaces;
1.5 One day old chicks, dead during the transport and chicks, dying three days after the transport;

1.6 Fattening farms, or egg – laying chicken and meat production;
1.7 Carcasses from the dead poultry from parental farms and production farms; 

1.8 Skin, meat and - viscera, of the slaughtered poultry.       

Article 5
The number of the samples which should be taken 
1. The competent authority shall plan diagnostic researches for Salmonella disease and implements sampling parameters in commercial farms, as follows: 

1.1 In farms up to 1000 poultry                      shall be taken   30   blood samples 

1.2 In farms from   1001-5.000 poultry          shall be taken 60   blood samples

1.3 In farms from 5001-10.000 poultry          shall be taken   100   blood samples

1.4 In a farms from 10.001-20.000 poultry    shall be taken 140 blood samples 

1.5 In a farm with over 20.000 poultry           shall be taken 180   blood samples    

Article 6

Sampling 

1. One day old chicks shall be sampled from areas or from their transport boxes in a farm as well as their carcasses of the chicks found dead at the time of arrival in farm.

2. 4 weeks chicks and 2 weeks old chicks before the production phase of eggs, taken from fresh feces not less than 1 gr. Samples can be taken from areas where the chicks have been kept or they have moved.

3. The number of the places where the specific samples should be taken, with a scope to create one sample should be as follows:

Article 7

Control of Salmonella 

1. The control of the Salmonella in parental herds shall be carried out under the criteria set out in the Table 1 of this administrative instruction.                                                                    

2. The control of Salmonella in the incubator shall be carried out under the criteria set out in Table No.2 of this administrative instruction. 

3. The control of Salmonella at the egg production poultry, intended for human consumption shall be carried out under the criteria set out in the Table No.3 of this administrative instruction.
4. The control of Salmonella at the poultry for meat production shall be carried out under the criteria set out in the Table No.4 of this administrative instruction. 

Article 8

Veterinary and sanitary measures in the infected herds 

1. In case that at poultry of a farm has been confirmed a presence of Salmonella, shall be taken the following measures:
1.1 Raw material for producing of poultry feed shall be decontaminated;
1.2 Areas, equipments and storage areas of the poultry feed shall be treated by adequate disinfectant;

1.3 Areas, equipment and wrapping material in incubators, as well as means of transport shall be treated by adequate methods and shall be disinfected;

1.4 Hatching eggs shall be collected immediately and hatching equipment shall be disinfected, with bactericidal gas;

1.5 Eggs that have not hatched shall be treated while they are still fresh with bactericidal gas;
1.6.1 Eggs that are not hatched, and chickens and other waste from the incubator shall be destroyed;
1.7 Disinfection of the infected premises for meat and egg production;
1.8 Removal of the manure, its packing and prohibition of its use three months after packing. 

2. In case of the treatment of infected poultry with antibiotics and on the base of antibiogram no poultry shall be permitted to move from the building, except in cases for slaughter in another slaughterhouse, ordered by competent authority. 

3. Not incubated eggs, produced by the flocks of hens bred in another building, where the salmonella has been confirmed, shall be destroyed and eliminated. 

4. A risk by Salmonella disease can be considered if the poultry have passed by diagnostic research carried out in the fifth day and tenth day after the treatment and if there is a negative results in such tests carried out in viscera of the dead poultry.    

5. Poultry can be fed only with the feed tested and such feed has resulted negatively in laboratory analyses for presence of Salmonella.

Article 9

1. After the empty of the herds from infected poultry by Salmonella and enteritis’ or Salmonella typhorium, the premises shall be cleaned and disinfected, whilst the feces – manure shall be collected in a safe place, under instructions and procedures set out by competent authority.
2. Movement of the new poultry herds in to a premise shall be carried out under requirements set out by competent authority. 

3. Where in the incubation room there are still present eggs for incubation taken by the herds where the presence of Salmonella enteritis or salmonella tiphymurium, eggs shall be confiscated and destroyed, such eggs shall be considered as material of high risk, Under Directive 90/667/EU.

Article 10

Inspection for Salmonela spp. at the final stage of production of the poultry feed

1. In a poultry feed production establishments, samples from such feed shall be taken in case if there is a suspicion in Salmonella. Samples for testing of the poultry feed at the final stage of production shall be taken at least once a month.

2. When a sample of the poultry feed material at the final stage of its production results positively in Salmonella, the competent authority shall take the following measures to:

1.1 Identify the source of contamination; by taking official samples at the different stages of production of the poultry feed material;
1.2 Examining and application of the rules for processing of animal and poultry waste, in particular those set out in Directive 90/667/EU;
1.3 Sets out procedures for best production practices and shall provide compliance with procedures that has existed before. 

Article 11

Main content of this administrative instruction are Annexes in tables 1, 2, 3, and 4 which define sampling in poultry farms. 
Article 12

Implementation
1. For implementation of this administrative instruction, The Chief Executive of the competent authority shall take special Decisions.

2. Failing to implement this administrative instruction shall be sanctioned under Article 45 of the Veterinary Law and legislation in force.

Article 13
Entry in to the force 

This administrative instruction enters in to the force on the day of signature.
