Based on article 93 point (4) of Constitution of Republic of Kosovo, article 1.3 point (d) of UNMIK Regulation no. 2001/19 dated on 13 September 2001 on Executive Branch of Provisional Institution of Self Government in Kosovo and article 23 Law No. 2004/13 on Planting Material, date on 28 May 2004,

The Minister of Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development,  
Issues the following: 
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 31/2008
On registration and licensing of matrix orchards for rootstock and graft wood for fruits and grape - vine  
Article 1

Purpose  

By this Administrative Instruction are specified conditions for registration and license of matrix orchards for graft wood of fruits and grape – vine.  
Article 2

1. Criterions for registration and licensing of matrix orchards for rootstock and graft wood are as following:   

1.1 To be raised in the fields that are responding to the pure sanitary and agronomic normal requirements by methods and mushrooms, this must be documented;   
1.2. To be raised in the fields that is not cultivated in three latest years’ wood cereals and to be isolated by the superficial water spring;  

1.3. Waters for irrigation of matrix orchards must be pure by harmful organisms.  
Article 3
Any producer is obliged to have a plan for matrix orchard for rootstock and graft wood for fruits and grape – vine.   
Article 4
1. Plants in matrix orchard must be numbered in progressives and sustainable way.
2. Lines up must be fully and dividend for cultivars, if that within a line up are cultivated different cultivars, it is obligatory their division with a twin space.   

Article 5
Matrix orchard for graft wood and rootstock must be identified according to the cultivar with the placement of table at the beginning of each collocation.  
Article 6
Owner of matrix orchard for graft wood and rootstock for fruit and grape – vine is obliged bookkeeping of records on circulation of breeding material, number of inspections, use of products for protection of plants.  
Article 7
Books for keeping of records required by article 5 of this administrative instruction shall be prepared by professional staff of Section of Horticulture and Viticulture and Enology Institute.  
Article 8
Matrix orchard must be equipped with a protection area, at least ten meter distance from the neighboring plots as well as must be kept pure from spontaneous vegetation.  
Article 9
Lifespan of matrix orchard 
1. Matrix orchard for graft wood may be held in the field not more than 30 years from the moment of their planting.  
2. Matrix orchard for seed production – for generative rootstock may be held in the field not more than 40 years from the moment of their planting.  
3. Matrix orchard for vegetative rootstock to be held in the field not more than 25 years from the moment of their planting.  
4. Matrix vineyard for graft wood may be held in the field not more than 25 years from the moment of their planting.  
5. Matrix vineyard for root stock may be held in the field not more than 25 years from the moment of their planting.  
Article 10
Criterion for taking of breeding material 
1. For group of fruits, breeding material – buds and slips from the matrix orchard for the graft wood must be taken after three years of planting.  
2. For nucleus fruits group breeding material – buds and slips from matrix orchard for graft wood must be taken after fifth year of planting 
3. For grape – vine, breeding material from matrix vineyard for graft wood must be taken after fifth year of planting.  
4. For group of tiny fruits such as: strawberry, raspberry, blackberry, breeding material from matrix orchard must be taken after second year of planting.  
Article 11

Matrix orchard for graft wood and root stocks for fruit tree and grape wine must be protected continually, in order not to allow the development of pathogens, parasites and weeds.

Article 12

1. In matrix orchard for graft wood and root stocks, must be eliminated and annihilated all plants attached by diseases and quarantine damaging as well as plant wastes. 

2. All work means in matrix orchard for graft wood and root stocks during the pruning operation must be disinfected with appropriate disinfectant means. 

Article 13

Criteria for increase of blocks according to the types

1. Fruits for production of seed for generative root stock must be increased in special blocks with a special treatment program in order to ensure fitosanitary purity.

2. Fruits for production of vegetative root stocks must be increased in special blocks with a special treatment program in order to ensure fit sanitary purity 

3. Fruits for production of graft wood – buds and slips must be increased in special blocks with a special treatment program in order to ensure fitosanitary purity.

4. Fruits for production of multiplying material for small fruits, must be increased in special blocks with a special treatment program in order to ensure fitosanitary purity 

5. Grape wine for production of multiplying material for graft wood must be increased in special blocks with a special treatment program in order to ensure fitosanitary purity 

6. Grape wine for production of multiplying material for root stocks must be increased in special blocks with a special treatment program in order to ensure fitosanitary purity 

                                                              Article 14

In matrix orchard for graft wood, fruit trees should not have fruits.

Article 15

Implementation 
Non implementation of this Administrative Instruction, shall be sanctioned with punishments specified according to article 21 of law No. 2004/13 for planting material, dated 28 may 2004.
