Taking into account article 145 paragraphs 2 of the Constitutional of the Republic of Kosovo, article 1.3 (d) of the UNMIK Regulation nr. 2001/19 dated on 13 September 2001 on the Executive Branch of Provisional Institution of Self Government in Kosovo, article 6 paragraph 6.4, article 43 paragraph 43.1 and 43.8 as well as article 44 paragraph 44.1 Law Nr.02/L-8 on wine, dated on 14 October 2005,
Minister of Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development, 

Approves the following:
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 11/2009

On assessment of criterions for import, export and internal market of wine and other products from grape and wine  
Article 1

Purpose

1. With this Administrative Instruction are stipulated criterions that should be applied for import, export, internal market of wine and other productions for processing from grape and wine.  

2. This administrative instruction defines conditions for all legal persons that deal with import, export and internal market of wine from paragraph 1 of this article.  

Article 2

Procedures of wine import and other grape products  

1. Legal person that act the activity from paragraph 1 of this administrative instruction, should be licensed in the Ministry of Agricultures, Forestry and Rural Development – Institute of Viticulture and Wine in Rahovec/Orahovac meet the following conditions: 

1.1 Importer of wine represents in written form request of given of evidence for quality of wine, and other productions of processing from grape and wine that are imported, in support of declaration for origin of product;  

1.2 Request from subparagraph  1.1 of this article is attached the certificate particularly results of analyses from the authorized laboratory of exported country;  

1.3 Authorized person takes (4) four bottles of samples if it is possible more bottles when their volume is small;  

1.4 Samples are taken in customs entry point of contingent; 

1.5 Authorize person is obliged to issue the verification on taken of samples;  

1.6 Taken samples should be sent to the authorized laboratory for lab analyses, as the comparison with results of tests of exported countries, and with provisions of legislation into power;  

1.7 If the sample is not in accordance with results of chemical – physical analyses will be subject to the organoleptic assessment;  

1.8 Appeal on evaluation may be represented within (8) eight days from date of taken the evaluation; 

1.9 After completion of procedures, if all formal procedure are completed specified in legislation into power and with this administrative instruction, importer takes the report on analyses of wine quality and other productions of processing from grape and wine that are imported based on evidence of report of analyses are done the customs;  

1.10 If sample is going to be evaluated negatively then importer must select, to return the wine, in the export country or to use for other productions, providing fulfillment of required conditions according to the legislation into power, but this production is not permitted to be traded in the territory of the Republic of Kosovo;  

1.11 Results of second evaluation - super analyze must be conducted in any accredited according to the standards of European Communities and those are completed.   

1.12 Created expenses by subparagraph 1.11 are bear by the submitter of request.  
1.13 Importer, must evidence the products according to the legislation into power.  

2.  
Importers of wine, to whom are allowed preferential quotas applied by European Union are issued decisions for import of wine based on:

1.1      Request on given decision for import of wine that is present to the Institute of Wine and Viticulture in Rahovec/Orahovac;

1.2 
A copy of decision for approval of preferential quotas in the European Union by MAFRD, importer sent to the Institute of Viticulture and Enology in Rahovec/Orahovac;  

1.3 Certificate of issued quality by verified institute of export country licensed by European Union.  

Article 3

Import of wine and other productions from grape and wine 

1. 
Procedure of issuance of wine import and other productions of processing from grape and wine include:  

1.1 
Submission of request and supply with license for import of wine and other production from grape and wine, in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology in Rahovec/Orahovac. Request on registration are dealing with Institute of Viticulture and Enology – Rahovec/Orahovac.  

1.2 
All legal importer persons of grape, wine and other productions for processing from those must be equipped with identified number of company eight (8) ciphers, 

1.3 
License is issued for three (3) years with continuation possibility. 

1.4
For obtaining of license, importer of wine and other productions from grape and wine pay the tax in the amount of  100€. 

Article 4

Export of wine and other productions from grape and wine 

1. Legal persons that act the activity from article 1 of this administrative instruction for wine export, and other production from processing of grape and wine exported must meet conditions according to the law into power especially require criterions from importer country, as follow:  

1. 1      Exporter present the request in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology in Rahovec/Orahovac for issuance of the evidence for wine quality and to other productions from grape and wine that must be exported;  

1.2 Producer that want to export, must follow the procedures and internal circulation forms according to the legislation by this administrative instruction;   

1.3 Exporter is obliged that at least (8) eight days prior to start the export in the  Institute of Viticulture and Enology in Rahovec/Orahovac, to sent (4) four samples for analyses in the authorized institution by Ministry;  

1.4 After acceptance of samples those are ciphered and sent to the laboratory analyses:  

1.1.1 For all types of wine like table wine, quality and culminate from the authorized person in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology,  

1.1.2 Based on results of analyses, exporter is given evidence for level of quality of wine in the analyzed product.  

1.5 
In cases in the export of wine in the places of European Union and out of it is obliged to offer Institute of Viticulture and Enology in Rahovec/Orahovec fully name and address of importer, and (2) two bottle from wine that preliminary has passed the analytic evaluation not longer than three latest months;  

1.6
Wine that is exported refuse company exporter in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology must bring the evidences attest for densification of the auto cistern from one authority licensed prior that to be loaded with wine. Company that takes responsibility for transport of wine is responsible also for purity of cistern;   

1.7 Production company of wine may buy wine from the whole Viticulture Zone in Kosovo, but preliminary must do announcement in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology which assign the economic subject from which is done buying, type of wine, year of production, loading unit in liter, and bought quantity which must be labeled according to the legislation into power. Prior packing this wine, it must have the analytic evaluation not later than three latest months.   

Article 5

Procedures on wine export

1. 
Procedure of exporter permission and other products of processing from grape and wine must include the following:  

1.1 
Request of issuance on certificate for the quality of wine and other products from grape and wine that is exported, is cleaned to the Institute of Viticulture and Enology in Rahovec/Orahovac;  

1.2  
Request for physical – chemical lab analyses of wine and other products from grape and wine that is exported, is taken in the Institute of Viticulture and Enology in Rahovec/Orahovac;  

1.3       Submission of request for registration and license equipped for export of wine and other grape and wine products are done to the Institute of Viticulture and Enology in Rahovec/Orahovac;  

1.4
All exporter legal persons of grape, wine and other production of processing from those must be equipped with identified of company eight (8) cipher; 

1.5 
License is issued for (3) three years with possible continuation.

1.6
For taken of license of export of wine and other grape and wine productions pas the taxes in the amount of 50€. 

Article 6


All incomes that flow from the implementation of this administrative instruction go to the Budget of the Republic of Kosovo.

Article 8


Inapplicable of this administrative instruction will sanctioned according to the article 48 paragraph 48.1 point (a) of the Law No. 02/L-8 on Wine.
